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Did You Miss a Previous Issue?

The 1989 Exxon Valdez oil spill stands as one of
the most significant environmental disasters in
U.S. history, highlighting the vulnerabilities in
maritime oil transportation. On March 23, 1989,
the tanker Exxon Valdez, carrying
approximately 53 million gallons of North Slope
crude oil, departed from the port of Valdez,
Alaska, bound for Long Beach, California.
Shortly after midnight on March 24, the vessel
struck Bligh Reef in Prince William Sound after
deviating from its shipping lane. Investigations
by the National Transportation Safety Board
attributed the accident primarily to human
error, including fatigue among the crew,
inadequate vessel traffic monitoring by the U.S.
Coast Guard, and the captain's absence from
the bridge, compounded by evidence of
alcohol consumption. Scientifically, crude oil
consists of complex hydrocarbons, including
toxic polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons (PAHs),
which are persistent in cold water
environments like Prince William Sound, where
low temperatures slow natural evaporation
and biodegradation processes.

were devastating, affecting both ecological systems and human
communities. Approximately 11 million gallons of oil spread across 1,300 miles
of shoreline and adjacent waters, driven by strong winds and currents. This
resulted in the direct mortality of an estimated 250,000 seabirds, 2,800 sea
otters, 300 harbor seals, 250 bald eagles, and up to 22 killer whales, as the oil
coated feathers, fur, and gills, leading to hypothermia, poisoning, and
suffocation. Economically, the spill disrupted commercial fishing, tourism, and
subsistence harvesting in the region, causing over $300 million in losses to
local economies reliant on pristine marine resources. From a scientific
perspective, the oil's toxicity stemmed from PAHs binding to sediments and
bioaccumulating in food chains, exacerbating acute effects on early life
stages of fish such as salmon and herring through embryotoxic exposure.

Long-term effects of the spill have persisted far beyond initial expectations, with
lingering oil in subtidal sediments continuing to impact ecosystems decades later.
Studies have documented chronic exposure leading to population declines in
species such as Pacific herring, which suffered a collapse due to ongoing PAH toxicity
affecting reproduction and growth. Sea otters and harlequin ducks have shown
delayed recovery, with some subpopulations experiencing higher mortality from
foraging in contaminated areas. Scientifically, the persistence of oil is attributed to
anaerobic conditions in sediments that inhibit biodegradation, allowing toxic
fractions to remain bioavailable. While many shorelines appear clean, subsurface oil
pockets—estimated at less than 1% of the original spill—continue to leach PAHs,
contributing to subtle but ongoing ecological disruptions in Prince William Sound.

Cleanup and mitigation efforts began immediately but faced significant challenges due to the remote location and
harsh weather. Exxon, assuming responsibility, mobilized over 11,000 workers, deploying mechanical methods like
booms and skimmers to contain and recover oil, alongside chemical dispersants to break it into smaller droplets for
microbial degradation. Bioremediation techniques were also employed, involving the application of fertilizers to
stimulate oil-eating bacteria, which scientifically relies on enhancing microbial metabolism of hydrocarbons under
nutrient-limited conditions. However, only about 14% of the oil was recovered, with natural processes accounting for
evaporation (20%) and biodegradation (50%). The U.S. Coast Guard coordinated federal response, closing the port
and activating regional and national response teams, while volunteers assisted in wildlife rehabilitation. These efforts
cost Exxon over $2 billion, testing existing contingency plans and revealing inadequacies in preparedness.

Public participation helps drive decision-making in a community and informs the public, government
representatives, and elected officials on important issues. Outreach and education engage the whole
community and establish a participation process that is inclusive of all groups and reflect a representative
sample of a community. The benefits of effective public outreach and education should not be
underestimated.

In today’s digital age, holding public workshops and meetings is not
enough to effectively engage community stakeholders and generate
the necessary reach. Accessibility to information has increased the
need to ensure information is reliable and accurately reflects the
community’s unique attributes.   



It is commonly recognized that the recovery phase of a disaster starts during response operations.  In fact,
past research has found that community disaster recovery success mobilizes quickly and engages the
disaster-stricken community when conditions are optimal to create social empowerment and foster a
momentum for disaster resiliency long after the disaster has passed. Disasters provide a window of
opportunity, but this window can be small if it is ignored.

Recovery cannot wait until those occupied with response and short-term recovery activities have the time
and space to start thinking about recovery. A discrete and well resourced recovery focus, operating
simultaneously as response activities, should be established to ensure that communities transitioning out
of response are well-positioned to find themselves ahead of the curve in organizing and planning for
major reconstruction and redevelopment that is necessary for recovery. The processes utilized for
facilitating recovery are more flexible, context based, and collaborative in approach than the task-
oriented approach used during the response phase of an incident. Recovery processes should be scalable
and based on demonstrated recovery needs.

To accommodate the changing needs of the response and recovery environments, it is essential to adjust
the organizational structures and decision-making mechanisms, which will drive actions throughout the
recovery phase. The transition occurs in the EOC when the objectives and priorities shift from addressing
life safety tasks to restoring the community to normal. Emergency Support Functions (ESF) will transition to
Recovery Support Functions (RSF) and will determine short and long-term priorities and provide guidance
on recovery activities. Aligning the ESFs and RSFs will ensure continuity of response and recovery activities.  
Continual coordination is imperative to address ongoing recovery needs, timely addressing community
recovery challenges, and making informed decisions.

One of the most immediate, and critical, operational needs for
successful community disaster recovery is the timely and
accurate assessment of post-disaster community needs that
is incorporated into community recovery strategy. A timely
impact analysis and accurate needs assessment sets the
operational tempo for the long-term community recovery and
provides the necessary intelligence for local, regional, state
and federal partners as to the necessity of disaster recovery
support. A community’s impact assessment process should
be comprised of three stages: 1) community impact profiles, 2)
community cross-sector impact analysis, and 3) impact
assessment and analysis. This information will be used not
only to justify the necessity of disaster assistance, but also
provide an operational framework in which disaster
management leadership and local community stakeholders
are afforded a visionary perspective of potential disaster
recovery issues. Most importantly, these assessments provide
communities with a strategic perspective that extends beyond
tactical operations of delivering immediate community needs
and provide a framework for the management of sustained
long-term recovery operations.

Disasters are symptoms of broader and more basic problems. Many disaster losses – rather than stemming from
unexpected events – are the predictable result of interactions among three major systems: the physical environment,

which includes hazardous events; the social and demographic characteristics of the communities that experience
them; and the buildings, roads, bridges, and other components of the constructed environment.  (Mileti, 1999).

It is commonly recognized throughout the field of
emergency management that the THIRA provides a core
foundation of a comprehensive emergency management
program and a framework to guide and inform
preparedness, response, recovery and mitigation efforts for
all hazard threats. It should be noted, however, that a THIRA
that is supported by a thorough risk assessment and
vulnerability analysis has much greater usefulness than a
simple output of hazard risk prioritization and projected
capability needs. The information and data that informs the
risk analysis process should be used to support, serve as a
reference, or even validate program and operational
considerations; and, should ultimately improve the decision
making of those involved in comprehensive emergency
management activities. Additionally, a comprehensive risk
assessment and vulnerability analysis should offer
efficiency by providing a strategy that is scalable, flexible,
and compliant with state and federal grant, administrative
programs, or legal requirements that guide program
measures and activities.

Past disaster events, both natural and manmade, seem to indicate that disasters are not problems that can be
viewed or solved as isolated instances, but instead stem from the complexity of disasters and the intricate
relationships society shares with both its natural and constructed environments. In other words, disasters are
social constructs and that large-scale hazard events exacerbate the preexisting conditions of the community.
This understanding provides clarity that a community’s threat and hazard risks is a function not only of a
community’s core capabilities and potential hazard impacts but also  provides support that consideration must
be made to evaluate the community’s pre-disaster conditions that either heighten or reduce its vulnerability to
disaster. When disasters do happen, they have a cascading impact on a community and its residents, essential
services, and critical assets. These direct and cascading impacts from disaster are increasing because our
communities are becoming increasingly complex and interconnected. This fundamental finding of community
risk was described by Dr. Denis Mileti in 1999 and illustrated in the following diagram.

February 2026 saw a quieter pace for new Presidential emergency, major disaster,
and fire management declarations compared to the high volume in January. While
January featured a historic wave of 12 emergency declarations (primarily EM-3631
through EM-3642) tied to the severe winter storms (including Winter Storm Fern),
most of those incidents from late January continued to see follow-up actions in
February. Key developments in February included upgrades or amendments from
the January storm event, plus a few new incident-specific declarations:

Disaster News
Current FEMA Disaster Declarations:  March 2026

Several states affected by the January 22–27, 2026 severe winter storm received major disaster declarations
(DR series) in early to mid-February, shifting from emergency to major disaster status to enable broader
recovery aid (e.g., Public Assistance for infrastructure repair). Examples include:

Tennessee (major disaster declaration on February 6, 2026, for areas like Cheatham, Davidson, and other
counties).
Mississippi (major disaster on February 6, 2026).
Louisiana (major disaster on February 18, 2026).
These upgrades focused on supplementing recovery for the same severe winter storm incident period.

A new emergency declaration was issued for the District of Columbia (EM-3643-DC, approved February 21, 2026)
due to a sewer line collapse starting January 19, 2026, and continuing.
Fire management assistance declarations appeared for new wildfire incidents:

Texas 8 Ball Fire (FM-5619-TX, fire management assistance on February 18, 2026; major disaster noted in
some listings, incident starting February 17).
Oklahoma Hospital Road Fire (FM-5620-OK, emergency declaration February 20, 2026; fire management on
February 19).

Overall, February had far fewer new Presidential emergency declarations than January's dozen—primarily one
notable new emergency (DC) and transitions to major disaster status for lingering winter storm recovery in several
southern and mid-southern states. Fire-related declarations were limited to a couple of ongoing wildfires.
